TERM AND LOCATION OF THE FESTIVAL 

1. Term of the  International Folklore Festival ñFaces of Traditionò, hereinafter referred to in the 

Regulations of the Festival, has been designated for 17 ï 20 September 2020. 

2. Festival Location ï Theatre Square of the Lubuski Theatre in Zielona G·ra as well as a selected 

district of the city of Zielona G·ra in which a recreation park is located. 

3. Festival Organizer is Regional Centre for Culture Animation in Zielona G·ra. 

4. The Festival will assume an online form this year, that is, the programme of activities (specified 

in Ä3 of the hereby Regulations) will be realized without the necessity to travel to Zielona G·ra. 

5. The Festival within its new online form will be organized for bands from 16 regions of Poland (one 

band per one region of Poland) as well as for foreign bands (the list of invited bands from abroad 

constitutes Appendix no. 1 to the Regulations).

GOALS OF THE FESTIVAL 

1. Promotion of folk culture richness of various regions and countries of the world related to the 

protection of non-material cultural heritage ï in accordance with the UNESCO Convention from 

2003 regarding protection of non-material cultural heritage.  

2. Protection of the world folklore and folk art heritage. 

3. Exchange of experiences on the forms of protection, promotion and public display of the 

components of live regional cultures present in the culture of modern societies. 

4. Enabling the bandsô online presentations of their native dance-music folklore - on two large 

outdoor screens in Zielona G·ra -  in an authentic or artistically elaborated form, placing emphasis 

on the core transfer between generations. 

5. Presentation of valuable phenomena from the circle of traditional culture, referring to the live 

transmission of traditions from regions and countries of origin of the performers.  

6. Consolidation and presentation of the beauty in traditional cultures of various nations as well as 

building the understanding and respect for them. 

7. Developing international cooperation in the area of preservation and promotion of folklore and 

folk art. 
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8. Increasing the artistic, programme and organizational level of the Festival.

FESTIVAL PROGRAMME  

for foreign and Polish bands 

(Obligatory artistic programme required by the Organizer) 

 

1. Music-dance programme of the band (film displayed on two large outdoor screens in 

Zielona G·ra on 17-19.2020) 

 

1) 15-minute contest recording (film) with a presentation of music-dance programme of the band 

which will be displayed on two large outdoor screens: on the Theatre Square of the Lubuski 

Theatre in Zielona G·ra and in the selected district of the city of Zielona G·ra, where a recreation 

park is located.  

2) Presentations displayed on large outdoor screens to the public will be assessed by the Festival 

Artistic Committee. 

3) Guidelines for recording the films: 

a) Films in mp4 format in min. HD 720p quality and size not exceeding 1,5GB. 

b) by means of the service for transferring files (such as WeTransfer.com). Please send single 
files (one film=one link for download). 

 

2. International Singing Contest òSingers in Zielona G·raó (film displayed on two large 

outdoor screens in Zielona G·ra on 17-19.2020) 

1) The contest is designated for the selected Singers from amongst the Polish and foreign bands. 

2) Each band participating in the Festival is represented by one singer who presents one song 

performed a óCapella, thus without any instrumental accompaniment, selected from the 

traditional repertoire of their region and country. 

3) The song may be related to certain customs, traditions in place or it may be a song that is sung 

by people on other occasions. 

4) The singer presents individual creative features whilst  

maintaining the regional style, dialectic characteristics as well as original melody of the song. 

5) The band must send a 4-minute long contest recording (as a maximum) in the form of a film 

presenting  musical performance  
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Of the selected band Singer, in accordance with the guidelines specified in art. 11 of the hereby 

paragraph. the duration of the entire show cannot exceed 4 minutes;  

6) Location of the Festival ïTheatre Square of the Lubuski Theatre in Zielona G·ra as well as a 

selected district of the city of Zielona G·ra in which a recreation park is located.  

7) The performances (films) are of contest nature. 

8) Presentations (films) displayed on large outdoor screens to the public will be assessed by the 

Festival Artistic Committee. 

9) The winner of the contest will obtain financial award of 250 EURO as well as a gift. 

10) The Artistic Committee may grant the awards in the form of a distinction also to other performers 

- in-kind prizes.  

11) Guidelines for recording the films: 
a) Films in mp4 format in min. HD 720p quality and size not exceeding 1,5GB. 

b) by means of the service for transferring files (such as WeTransfer.com). 
Please send single files (one film=one link for download). 

 

3. International Musical Contest òMusicians in Zielona G·raó (film displayed on two large 

outdoor screens in Zielona G·ra on 17-19.2020) 

1) The contest is designated for bands from amongst the Polish and foreign bands. 

2) The competition may be attended by: 

a) Folk bands whose instrumental composition and repertoire should be compliant 

with the traditional patterns of a given region and country; performances of 

bands occur without participation of the soloists-singers; 

b) Soloists-instrumentalists who play on traditional instruments, characteristic for 

a given region and country; 

3) In the framework of the competition the bands as well as the soloists-instrumentalists perform 

one composition selected from the traditional repertoire of their region or country.  

4) The band must send a maximum 5-minute contest recording (film) of their musical programme, 

in accordance with the requirements specified in art. 11 of the hereby paragraph. The duration of 

the entire show cannot exceed 5 minutes. 

5) The film will be displayed on two large outdoor screens: on the Theatre Square of the Lubuski 

Theatre in Zielona G·ra as well as a selected district of the city of Zielona G·ra in which a 

recreation park is located.  

6) The performances (films) are of contest nature.  

7) Presentations (films) displayed on large outdoor screens to the public will be assessed by the 
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Festival Artistic Committee. 

8) The winner of the contest will obtain financial award of 250 EURO as well as a gift.  

9) The Artistic Committee may grant awards in the form of a distinction - in-kind prizes. 

10) Guidelines for recording the films: 

a) Films in mp4 format in min. HD 720p quality and size not exceeding 1,5GB. 

b) by means of the service for transferring files (such as WeTransfer.com). 
Please send single files (one film=one link for download). 

 

4. Tradition Gala - grand finale of the Festival (film displayed on two large outdoor screens 

in Zielona G·ra on 20.09.2020) 

1) 8-minute film with a programme for the gala concert which will be combined with other films from 

other bands and the final result will be displayed to public on two large outdoor screens in a form 

of an online gala concert. The large outdoor screens will be located on the Theatre Square of 

the Lubuski Theatre in Zielona G·ra as well as a selected district of the city of Zielona G·ra in 

which a recreation park is located. 

2) 10-second film with Ăwelcome gestureò, recorded and sent to the Organizer by email or by 

traditional post for the purposes of film editing for the gala concert (specified in art. 1 of the 

hereby paragraph). The band must appoint one person who will show the ñwelcome gestureò 

within a maximum 10-second long film - any gesture which is a friendly one, possibly a national 

gesture.  

3) Presentations displayed on large outdoor screens during the Grand Finale gala concert on 

20.09.2020 will not be subjected to assessment by the Festival Artistic Committee. 

4) Guidelines for recording the films: 
a) Films in mp4 format in min. HD 720p quality and size not exceeding 1,5GB. 

b) by means of the service for transferring files (such as WeTransfer.com).

CRITERIA OF ASSESSMENT 

1. The festival is of contest nature. 

2. Artistic programmes set in the context of the rites corresponding to the heritage of traditions within 

the regions and countries of origin of the performers. 

3. The Artistic Committee assesses presentations, taking into consideration the following criteria: 

1)   choice of repertoire stemming from the original folk tradition, 
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2) reference within the performance drawn to specific customs and rites, annual or family-based, 

from the regions and countries of origin for the performers, 

3) faithful reference drawn to the multi-generational passing of traditions, 

4) use of traditional musical instruments by standard band members, 

5) use of standard outfits in consideration of the differences concerning age and status, 

6) Use of original props related to the presented theme of the programme, 

7) compliant with the style of traditions, artistic values of singing, dancing and music, 

8) general artistic expression of the presentation. 

4. The Artistic Committee will be authorized, in justified cases, to change the distribution of prizes as 

well as to grant ex aequo awards, special prizes and distinctions. All decisions of the Artistic 

Committee will be final.

PRINCIPLES OF PARTICIPATION 

1. Participation in the Festival must be submitted by email to the email address: 

folklorefestival@rcak.pl on or before 5 August 2020.  

2. Apart from the films specified in Ä3 of the hereby Regulations, commercial-information 

materials about the band must be submitted to the Organizer (max. 700 characters including 

spaces and 10 current band photographs (signed photographs) in an electronic format  

CMYK, RGB, 300 DPI, JPEG or TIFF, above 2 MB) which will be used in festival publications. 

All photographs must be added to the WeTransfer server and sent to the Organizer via one link to 

be downloaded. Quality requirements with respect of the photographs: min. size 2000x3000px, 

photograph resolution 200 dpi/cal.min. 1 MB. 

3. Polish bands that will be invited to the Festival and foreign bands that will confirm their will 

to participate in the Festival must send to the Organizer via traditional post (to the address 

specified in Ä8 of the hereby Regulations) or via email (to the address folklorefestival@rcak.pl)  

5 films (specified in Ä3 of the Regulations), 10 photographs and a short description of the 

band history - the cultivated traditions (as specified in art. 2 of the hereby paragraph).  

The term for submission of films and photographs along with descriptions to the Organizer: on or 

before 17 August 2020 

4. All contests specified in the Festival Programme (Ä 3 of the hereby Regulations) may be attended by 

multi-generational, children, youth and adult bands from Poland (1 band per region, that is: 15 bands 

from Poland) and foreign bands (the list of invited foreign bands shall constitute Appendix no. 1 to 

the Regulations).  

5. Folklore bands with own musicians and instruments will be the preferred candidates. 

8. The Festival will be documented, whilst such documentation will  be disseminated for the purpose of 

Festival promotion. No royalties or fees in this respect, stemming from the international copyrights 

law, shall be granted. All bands express consent for the use of the above specified materials by the 

Organizer.

THE ORGANIZER ENSURES 

1. Awards, gifts, diplomas for the bands participating in the Festival. Awards, among others: recording 

in a professional Recording Studio of the Organizer, broadcast of he selected songs of the 

band in the Polish National Radio, gifts such as: commemorative album from this yearõs 

Festival, diplomas for the bands participating in the Festival. 

2. Financial prizes for 3 wining foreign bands and 3 winning Polish bands:  

1) I place: 

- for a foreign band: 1,300 EUR, 

- for a Polish band: 1,300 EUR (according to the average exchange rate of the National Bank of Poland 

as per the date of payment) 

2) II place: 

- for a foreign band: 800 EUR, 

- for a Polish band: 800 EUR (according to the average exchange rate of the National Bank of Poland as 

per the date of payment) 

3) III place: 

- for a foreign band: 400 EUR, 

- for a Polish band: 400 EUR (according to the average exchange rate of the National Bank of Poland as 

per the date of payment) 

3. Prizes in the International Singing Contest ñSingers in Zielona G·raò for the winner:  

- from abroad: 250 EUR,  

- from Poland: 250 EUR (according to the average exchange rate of the National Bank of Poland as per 

the date of payment) 

4. Prizes in the International Contest ñMusicians in Zielona G·raò for the winning band: 

- from abroad: 250 EUR,  

- from Poland: 250 EUR (according to the average exchange rate of the National Bank of Poland as per 

the date of payment) 

1. The Audience Award, in the amount of 250 EUR, which will be granted to the band selected by the 

audience by way of text message voting. The voting will be held after all presentations (films) will 

have been displayed on two large outdoor screens in Zielona G·ra during the Grand Finale Gala on 

20 September 2020.   

1) The audience obtains bandsô numbers and telephone numbers to which text messages must 

be sent. Sending of a text message is voluntary. The applicable rate for sending a text 

message is the rate established by service operators of individual mobile phones. Results of
